PROCUREMENT OF SERVICES OF QUALIFIED FIRMS TO CARRY OUT
MAPPING STUDIES IN TOWNS OF CENTRAL SINDH

The Government of Sindh, with assistance from the Asian Development Bank, embarked in 2009 on the Sindh Cities Improvement Program (SCIP),
a 10-year, US $400 million multi-tranche program to improve basic urban infrastructure and municipal services of Sindh’s secondary towns. One
part of this program is priority investments in water supply, wastewater management and solid waste management infrastructure and as part of
the sub-project preparation for these mapping studies are needed.

The Program Support Unit, P&DD, Government of Sindh, is now seeking to identity firms who are qualified to carry out such mapping studies
for towns in Central Sindh (06 Towns). Firms which qualify will be eligible to receive bid documents in due course.

Terms of Reference in the bid documents will include the following:

Water Supply: (a) Gather existing network maps and information about the water supply system, and conduct field studies to gather additional
information, as necessary; (b) Map the water supply network using AutoCAD or similar approved software, and input the information on digitised
maps of the water supply networks; and (c) Prepare a mapping studies report.

Wastewater Management: (a) Gather existing network maps and information about the sewerage and drainage system; and conduct field studies
to gather additional information where existing information is inadequate; and (b) Map existing system using AutoCAD or similar approved
software, and input the information on digitised maps of the network; and (c) Prepare a mapping studies report.

Interested firms are requested to submit an Expression of Interest (EOI) on the standardised form on ADB format, which can be collected at the
address mentioned below. The EOI's will include: (a) Eligibility (b) Management Competence (c) Technical Competence (d) Geographical Competence
(e) Project Sheets and (f) Any additional information which may further assist the firm in submitting their bid concerning this assignment.

Firms will be procured using the CQS method in accordance with ADB guidelines. The criterion for selection of firms is as follows:
(a) Management Competency: 20% (b) Technical Competency: 60% (c) Geographical Competency: 20%. On selection of suitable firms,
bid documents and detailed Terms of Reference for the assignment will be issued to the shortlisted firms.
